Parental rights in education
Education law defines “parents” and those who may act on behalf of a child or young person in relation to their education widely in contrast to the definition of those with parental responsibility for a child’s care.

The law

S576 of the Education Act 1996 defines a parent in relation to a “child” or “young person” as the following:

· All natural parents whether they are married or not

· Any person who, although not a natural parent, has parental responsibility for a child or young person under the Children Act 1989

· Any person who, although not a natural parent, has care of the child or young person

S3 (1) of the Children Act 1989 defines parental responsibility and provides for it to be acquired by unmarried fathers.  It also provides for other people to acquire parental responsibility.  It defines parental responsibility as meaning all the duties, rights, powers, responsibilities and authority which parents have with respect to their children and their children’s property.

Who has parental responsibility?

Following have or can acquire PR:

· Biological mother

· Father if he was married to the child’s mother when the child was born or has since married her

· Father if he was not married to the child’s mother when the child was born but he now has:

a residence order;

a court order which gives him PR; or

a formal “parental responsibility agreement” with the mother

· A guardian of the child

· Someone who holds a residence order

· Local authority if it is named in a care order

· Person who has adopted the child

· Unmarried father registered as the child’s father at the time of the birth
Who has care of the child?

Any person who the child lives with and who looks after the child, irrespective of their relationship with the child has care of them and is considered to be a parent in education law.
Rights of a parent in relation to child’s education

Natural parents, those with parental responsibility and those who have care of a child within the meaning of s576 EA 1996 have the following parent rights:

· To attend a school’s annual parents meeting

· To express a preference when choosing a school

· To stand for election or vote as a parent governor

· To be notified of their right of appeal against an exclusion

· To receive information on the child’s education

· To withdraw the child from religious education and collective worship

· To initiate or be involved in the procedure for obtaining a statement of special educational needs

Schools may often receive requests for information about a child from parents who may not exercise day to day care of the child, however, they are still considered a parent within the meaning of s576 of the Education Act 1996.  In this case, a parent is still entitled to be involved in the child’s education even though the school’s main contact is with the person who the child lives with on school days.

Practical tips

It is vital to know who the child’s parent is and whether there are any court orders limiting an individual’s parental responsibility.  You should obtain:

· Name and address of every parent and carer of the pupil
· Record who they are and with whom the child lives with

· Emergency contact details for parents and carers

· Inform a parent with whom the child lives that the other parent is entitled to be involved in the child’s education

· Note details of court orders in a pupil’s file

· If contacted for information by a person who says they are a parent ensure that before the release of the information, that person is the child’s parent

Schools are often contacted where an absent parent may have no care of the child but still have PR or they are considered a parent within the meaning of s576 Education Act 1996.  Even though the parent is absent, it does not affect their rights, as set out above.
